Looped Lariat

Select your beads, layout your design (I prefer a random, unorganized look).  Cut about 3 feet of Beadalon (7 strand, .010) and begin at the drop end of your piece.

1. String on your design for the drop, beginning with the crimp and working down to the end then back up through the crimp. Use crimping tool to anchor your drop.  String on a few more beads over both strands, then trim the tail.
2.  At about 22-23 inches, start your loop, beginning with the crimp.  Check to make certain your loop is large enough and the necklace is your preferred length.  Bring your beadalon back up through the crimp bead, plus a few beads, use your crimping tool and trim the excess beadalon.
