
1.  Thread your needle and wax your thread if desired.  String on 8 SB, 1 half of the clasp, 3 SB





2.  Bring the needle down through the first 5 SBs strung on in step 1.  Bring your beads down to the other end of the thread, leaving a six inch tail.





3.  String on 1 4mm, 3 SB.  Repeat until 45 of the 4mm beads have been used.





4.  String on 4 SB, the other half of the clasp, 3 SB.  Bring your needle back through four beads as shown in the diagram.  Bring your needle out before the SB on the side of the 4mm.





5.  String on 7 SB and bring your needle through the middle SB on the other side of the 4MM.  Repeat until you reach the other end.





6.  Bring your needle up, around and through the clasp, back down the other side.   Bring your needle down the last loop and out the other side of the 4th (middle) bead.





7.  String on 9 SB and bring your needle through the middle bead of the next loop.  Repeat until you reach the other end.





8.  Bring your needle all the way up the side of the last loop, up, around and through the clasp and back down.  Tie a knot.  Fish the tail through a few beads, trim.  





Thread the other thread tail onto the needle.   Tie a knot.  Fish the tail through a few beads, trim.    Glue both of your knots.
