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1.  Layout your beads in two circles.  The first circle should be all of your leaves and two of your smaller flowers.  The second circle should be the rest of your flowers.  This is the order your will be stringing the beads onto the ring form.
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2.  Thread your needle and double knot your thread to one of the end loops on the ring form, leaving about a 5 inch tail.



3. Laying on the first layer:  a.  String on a leaf and pass the needle through the next loop.  b.  String on the next leaf, pass the needle through the next loop, pull taught.   c.  Continue around the ring, laying on 6 leaves and two small flowers.  Each bead should be positioned between two loops (approximately) d.  When you return to the starting point, go back to each bead and gently pull out any slack in the thread and adjust the position of the leaves.  Don’t be too particular about how they lay….they tend to have a mind of their own.  Tie a double knot using the working end of the thread and the tail this will keep the first round of beads in place as you work on the second layer.  






4.  String on each flower using the appropriate method, depending on how the holes are drilled (see below).  The idea is too put a flower in between each loop however:  Not all beads are the same size and shape so this is where your discretion comes in.  After each flower, pull taught and examine how they are laying.  Edit your design so that the beads end up snugly next to each other, keeping the colors evenly spread.  As you can see, the example ring in the photos started out with 7 flowers for the top layer, but ended up with two of the larger flowers left over.  One of the larger middle flowers should be the last one strung on in the middle.  This pushes out the other beads and locks them into place.




5.  Work the needle and thread back to the tail and tie a double knot.  Put a drop of glue on the knots.  Let dry, then trim the tails.







Cup Flowers:   Bring your needle up through the bottom, string on a 11/0 bead, pass your needle back through the cup flower.  Pull taught until desired tension is achieved 
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Button Flowers:  simply pass your needle through the hole and the next loop, pull taught.
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
